Dear Nonprofit Community:

Durham County Government is pleased to announce the start of its FY 2015-16 nonprofit funding process. We will once again use the e-Cimpact web portal for our FY 2016 nonprofit application. In order to ensure interested agencies both meet the County’s eligibility requirements per our policy and are set up as users in the web application, the County requires a two-step funding request process.

The first step in the funding request process starts today, with the availability of the pre-application questionnaire. All nonprofit agencies that provide services to residents of Durham County are invited to complete and submit the pre-application questionnaire. The deadline for submission is no later than midnight EST on Wednesday, December 31, 2014.  Early submissions are strongly encouraged and greatly appreciated. You must submit the pre-application questionnaire, IRS determination letter and solicitation license by the deadline in order to move on in the application process. 

All agencies that submit their pre-application questionnaire, IRS determination letter and solicitation license by the deadline will be contacted no later than January 9, 2015 as to their eligibility status. There will be a nonprofit application workshop on Tuesday, January 20, 2015, from 9:00 am-11:30 am in the Commissioners Chambers.  The actual FY 2016 application will be available in e-Cimpact starting January 13, 2015. The deadline for submitting the application is by midnight EST on Sunday, March 1, 2015.

Meanwhile, the pre-application questionnaire, instructions, summary of important dates and policy will be available in the coming days on the Durham County website at http://www.dconc.gov/index.aspx?page=116 but they are currently available as attached documents. Please note that you must submit the pre-application questionnaire via email to bmsnonprofitapp@dconc.gov.  You may also send the IRS letter and solicitation license/exemption letter via US mail to the address below, unless they are available electronically:
