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About the program

What is the purpose of the program?
The Matching Grants Program is designed to
assist nonprofit organizations in Durham
County, both inside and outside the city
limits, in preserving open space lands and
promoting new or improved recreational
opportunities for citizens of Durham
County.

Who’s eligible to apply?

Eligible groups are nonprofit organizations
which seek to provide passive or active
recreation opportunities or open space in
Durham County.

What does a Matching Grant involve?
Applicants must provide at least one half of
the project's cost and manage all aspects of
the project to accommodate public
accessibility. Reasonable public access
must also be provided for.

When is the application cycle?

Grants are awarded competitively on a
yearly cycle beginning in August.

Who makes the funding decisions?
Recommendations for funding are developed by
the Matching Grants Committee and the Durham
Open Space and Trails Commission (DOST) for
approval by the Durham Board of County
Commissioners.

What happens if we get a Matching Grant?
The County enters into a contract with the
successful applicant organization and the project
work begins in the spring with a maximum of
eighteen months for completion.

How do | apply?
