 HOUSING 

Students will be housed in a residence hall on NCSU  
campus.

 MEALS 

During the week, some organized meals will be provided 
in conjunction with the workshop. There will be several 
meals that will need to be purchased separately; numer-
ous eating facilities are available in the vicinity of the dor-
mitory where students are housed where additional meals 
can be purchased. 
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 INSURANCE 

Students will be covered (except for pre-existing condi-
tions) on and off campus throughout the duration of the 
workshop.  Coverage includes up to $2,500 accidental 
and $500 sickness.  Medical services may be provided 
at the University Infirmary or other health care facilities. 

 CLOTHING 

OUTDOOR STUDY TRIPS: There will be activities in the 
field Monday through Thursday. There will be a consid-
erable amount of walking and outdoor exposure so you 
should bring a cap or hat, full-length jeans, comfortable 
closed-toe shoes, socks long enough to cover over pant 
legs to protect from ticks, and sunscreen to protect 
against sunburn. You may also want to bring insect re-
pellent. 

FRIDAY A.M. AND LUNCH: Casual clothing. 

RECREATION: Basketball, volleyball, frisbee, swim-
ming, etc. If you wish to participate, bring appropriate 
clothing. Students may bring basketballs, footballs, fris-
bees, etc. for after hours recreation 

 SCHOLARSHIPS  

At the end of each camp students are asked to take a 
test on their knowledge of the subject matters covered 
during the week. The top scoring student will receive 
scholarship funds for collage.  

Additionally, selected students will be eligible for a    
number of other scholarships only available to RCW 
participants. The scholarships are based on need and/or 
participation during the week.  

*Please note that scholarship funds are received when the student 
enrolls in college, and must be claimed within 5-years of the award 
date. 

 COSTS 

The cost of the workshop is $375.00 per student, which 
will be paid by the sponsoring district. This includes 
room, linens, instructional supplies, insurance and 
planned meal functions. A refrigerator and microwave 
are provided in most rooms.
