	Proposed program services should target the following concerns as reported in the Risk Factors and Needs Assessment for the 139 youth who were referred to juvenile court between July 1, 2018 and June 30, 2019. 
· 82% of youth at intake had mental health needs
· 61% of youth at intake were reported to have serious school behavioral problems

· 56% of youth at intake come from families with marginal supervision

· 54% of youth at intake had need for substance abuse assessment and/or treatment

· 27% of youth at intake were reported to be gang members or associates

· 27% of youth at intake had history of victimization
