RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SURPLUS SALE BY ELECTRONIC PUBLIC AUCTION

WHEREAS, The County of Durham accumulated surplus personal property consisting of obsolete vehicles and equipment that are no longer needed for County operational purposes, and
WHEREAS, The County of Durham desires to dispose of these items by electronic auction sale as provided by North Carolina General Statute 160A-270, and
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Durham County Board of Commissioners that the surplus personal property electronic auction sale at the time, place and conditions set out herein is authorized and directed:
1. The electronic auction for surplus vehicles is to take place on November 28 – December 2, 2022, from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm by utilizing Property Room on-line auction services that are handled through IAAI.  The link to the IAAI website is located on Durham County’s website under the Surplus Equipment Auction on the Finance Department’s page.  The direct link is https://www.dconc.gov/county-departments/departments-f-z/finance/surplus-equipment-auction.

The electronic auction for surplus equipment is to take place on November 28 – December 2, 2022, from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm by utilizing GovDeals on-line auction services.  The link to the GovDeals website is located on Durham County’s website under the Surplus Equipment Auction on the Finance Department’s page.  The direct link is https://www.dconc.gov/county-departments/departments-f-z/finance/surplus-equipment-auction.

2. Bidders must pay through Property Room and GovDeal on-line services using Credit Card, PayPal or Wire Transfer payments.  Items purchased must be paid in full no later than five (5) business days from the time and date of issuance of the Buyer’s Certificate.

3. Surplus vehicles offered for sale are used and may contain defects not immediately detectable.  Bidders may inspect the vehicles prior to bidding by contacting the General Services Fleet Management Division at 919-560-0052 or email Terry Sineath at tsineath@dconc.gov to schedule an inspection date and time.

Surplus equipment offered for sale are used and may contain defects not immediately detectable.  Bidders may inspect equipment prior to bidding by contacting the General Service Warehouse Manager at 919-560-0391 or e-mail Felipe Gibbs at fgibbs@dconc.gov to schedule an inspection date and time. 

4. All items must be removed within 10 business days from the time and date of issuance of the Buyer’s Certificate.  Property may be removed by appointment only between the hours of 9:00 am and 3:30 pm, Monday through Friday, excluding legal holidays.

5. Successful bidders are responsible for loading and removal of any and all property awarded to them.  The Buyer will make all arrangements and perform all work necessary, including packing. Loading and transportation of the property.  Under no circumstances will Durham County assume responsibility for packing, loading or shipping.

6. A vehicle title or certificate will be issued upon proof of payment receipt.  Title processing and notarizing of signatures will be handled in the office of the General Services Department located at 310 South Dillard Street, Durham NC 27701.  Open titles cannot be issued.

7. All items will be sold on an “AS IS, WHERE IS” basis.  The County makes no guarantees and assumes no responsibility for any of the items.  The County reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to withdraw from sale any of the items listed.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution shall be published in the Durham Herald-Sun Newspaper and on the Durham County’s website under Finance Department on the Surplus Equipment Auction page at least 10 days prior to the date of the sale.
