-East Branch: over 50% of construction waste recycled

-Co2 sensors installed to monitor air quality.

-Preference given to locally produced materials and/or products with recycled content

-Emissions of VOC’s (volatile organic compounds) from carpets, wood products, paints & 

adhesives are below the stringent limits set 
-Over 75% of occupied areas received daylight

-Over 90% of occupied areas have a view to perimeter windows
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
